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1. Study :
Immediately after a devastating earthquake, the engineers face a challenge. They have to act swiftly to make a series of important engineering decisions in order to obtain the best solution for restoring the damaged port structures. The restoration should be made in a limited time span using the available resources and should cause minimum disturbance to continuing operation of a port. The objective of this working group is to identify the principles common to various restoration case histories around the world and compile these principles into recommended methodologies for restoration of port structures.
2. To be investigated :

1. Develop a procedure consisting of a series of post-earthquake actions, including post-earthquake investigations, design, and implementation. 

2. Identify required action phases after an earthquake, including emergency measures and tentative actions. 

3. Develop methodologies for evaluating structural integrity, including residual resistance and stability of partially damaged structures. 

4. Establish engineering criteria for tentative use of facilities. 

5. Develop methodologies for arriving at the realistic engineering solution for implementing disaster-mitigation-measures against future earthquakes.
