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The Use of Alternative Materials in Marina Construction Tropical hardwood is a popular construction material in the marina construction. However the use of tropical hardwood is controversial, not to speak of the use wood treatment chemicals, leaching in the water.

Growing concern about the environment gives way to a tendency to design, construct and protect facilities in an alternative way, which means in many cases the use of new construction materials such as recycled plastics, reinforced fibre-concrete, fiber composites, etc.

There is a need to improve the familiarity of such materials, their characteristics, advantages/disadvantages and best way of application.

Therefore, Working Group 15 of the Recreational Navigation Commission is set up in order to :

a) Make an inventory of so-called alternative materials

b) Describe the characteristics of these materials

c) Investigate the life-cycle of these materials from a technical, economical and environmental point of view

d) Collect and describe relevant examples, by preference including cost-information

e) Report on consequences and draft recommendations
